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Information Kunstroute (Route of Art)
During the festival you can visit a Route of Art along the Zuiderstrand beach of The Hague, starting from Scheveningen Havenhoofd to Kijkduin. The works of art are especially made for this festival and inspired by the theme Climate Change.

The Route of Art has been composed in such a way that an immense installation will be created where human creativity intervenes in nature in a respectful way. You will be a witness to a literal meeting of nature and culture!

Free transport and guided walks

Starting from Kijkduin at 11.00h and Duindorp at 11.30h there will be guided walks along the Route of Art every hour on Friday, Saturday and Sunday. You can find further information in the programme that will be available on location. This programme also entitles you to a free return transport with the HTM. Therefore you need to acquire 2 stamps: one at the beach pavilion ‘La Cantina’ and one at beach pavilion ‘Gotcha’. Easy enough when you walk the whole route!
Location

What makes the Route special is of course its location. The combination of art amidst the existing (and threatening) nature forces of sand, sea and wind contribute to an awareness about the seriousness of the matter. The threat of the sea is more intense this weekend, because it will be springtide on Sunday the 14th of September between 04.00h and 16.00h. The water will reach the edge of the beach pavilions and whether all works of art will survive remains an exciting question!

Background Information Artists
Students of the Royal Academy of Visual Arts (KABK)

For three days a number of students of the KABK have been working in three different locations on and around the beach of Scheveningen under the supervision of artist and teacher Eva Klee. Each time the students let themselves be inspired by the specific location they were at. Like water can find its way through sand, they have in each case sought for new images and forms, sounds and visual applications. At ‘de ZEE komt!’ festival they will not only present the results, but also the process of the three days in an encampment to the north of beach pavilion ‘La Cantina’. 
Bikkel

The work of Bikkel is highly engaged. In her work she shows compassion with the piteous conditions in which some people and animals are forced to live. Global warming has become a stealth killer. And Bikkel feels a great need to express her compassion in spatial objects.

These spatial objects have everything to do with the emission of CO2 caused by driving cars, without which the modern human apparently is not be able to live. You can find the work by Bikkel to the south of ‘La Cantina’.
Vesta Kroese ‘Schouwbord’ 

Hey, are they going to build in the sea? There are many plans for new land off the coastline in the sea. A windmill park, apartment buildings, a new part of town. Or is it debris from the building board of the new apartments in the dunes, already flooded by the oncoming sea…

Art collective: ToPé/Tesser/Toff

The work of ToPé/Tesser/Toff  (co-operating since 1999) came into being with the thought that when the sea-level rises, boats will sail ever more further inland. The sea will move and the Netherlands will lose parts of land at first near the coastline. When the sea comes, boats come nearer…! The work of this art collective can be viewed just to the north of ‘South Beach’. 
Children’s workshop ‘strandafvalbeesten’ (beach refuse animals) by Carolien Adriaansche

Not older than 12 years? In that case you can make beach refuse animals from beachcombed materials with Carolien Adriaansche. On Friday she will do this with pupils of the primary school ‘de Parkiet’. On Sunday she will give a continuing workshop and you can join in as long as you like. You can find Carolien at strandafslag 9 (beach exit 9) at ‘de Fuut’ from 12.00h till 16.00h. 

KunstFM (programme short movies)

KunstFM presents an ongoing film programme in the sea-container of beach pavilion ‘de Kwartel’ from 11.00h till19.00h. This programme will be interrupted by documentaries and movies at 14.00h, 16.00h and 19.00h. On Sunday the last showing will be at 16.00h due to the springtide. 
Gosse de Kort (performance)

Ara is the pressure drum situated between the two water pillars in a Roman water clockwork. To the mechanics of this old clock has been added a cloud machine driven by ultrasonic vibrations. During the performance by Gosse de Kort the precision of the clock and the chaos of the cloud will be united with each other. In this play of control it will become visible how they are bonded together. You can enjoy the performance twice a day. Times and location will be announced later. Ask the organisation (STOEMP) for further information; they will be located at beach pavilion ‘de Kwartel’ during the festival. 
Guda Koster

In the vicinity of the area where Guda comes from are three dikes: ‘the guardian’, ‘the dreamer’ and ‘the sleeper’. It comforted her during childhood; if the water would rise so high that ‘the guardian’ would succumb, there always would be the second dike and then yet another one. 

But the prospects regarding the sea-level in the next hundred years are so pessimistic that one can ask oneself whether ‘the sleeper’ can sleep on. The water is coming, be prepared!
The work of Guda Koster is located between ‘de Kwartel’ and ‘Moby Dick’.

Adrien Jeanjean

Work of Adrien Jeanjean is just emerging with its head above the sands to the south of ‘Moby Dick’. 
CosyMo's SOLAR ICE: 'The sun delivers cooling'

CosyMo's SOLAR ICE is an ice cream car with an 'ice cream-making-project’ 

that fully operates on solar energy! As such the sun delivers both warmth and cooling. In an accessible way SOLAR ICE shows you how solar energy works and how by an inversion of thought you can create a sustainable climate.

The ice lollies are made of organic orange squash. Before you buy an ice lolly, we ask you to write down a nice, sweet, environment-friendly message on the lolly-stick, that will be reused for a new ice lolly (realisation thanks to: David Engel).

You can buy an ice lolly at the CosyMo’s SOLAR ICE on Friday and Sunday from 12.30h – 18.00h in the neighbourhood of beach club ‘Friends’.

CosyMo's SOLAR CINEMA

CosyMo’s SOLAR CINEMA is a mobile cinema which operates on solar power. All film equipment runs on solar energy which is stored during the day. Artist/filmmaker Maureen Prins developed these concepts under the pseudonym CosyMo.

Cosy stands for ‘gezellig’. Come to the beach, take your folding chair along, bring a snack and a drink and let yourself be entertained by ‘Pluk on Tour’ short movie programme, selected by ‘Pluk de Nacht’ (see: www.plukdenacht.nl). The CosyMo’s SOLAR CINEMA plays on Friday night from 20.30h – 23.00h, as well at  beach club ‘Friends’.

Catharina van Velden: ‘Happy Family’
The sea-level will rise. What is now still obvious, can easily change. We are going to look in higher spheres, because we are one happy family and we want to stay that way. You can find the ‘Happy Family’ at Pier 32.

Efin Au

Efin Au will let you experience the vulnerability of our defence and shelter against the mighty nature. Building along is a must and an essential part of this work of art, because in this matter we are no spectators! So grab a sandbag and help along! You can help fill sandbags to the north of beach pavilion ‘Titus’.
